PROJECT DESCRIPTION It is proposed to stabilize the area involved in the Bulldog Fire which occurred during July.  Stabilization would include reseeding all 27,565 of public land acres involved in the fire.  The WSA acres would be reseeded with a native seed mix.  The remaining acres would be reseeded with a mixture of native and non-native seed.  Most of the seed would be flown on.  Some browse seed would be planted during the single chaining by means of a dribbler attached to a dozer on areas without any wilderness characteristics.  About 4000 acres would be single chained to cover the seed.  No action would be taken to cover the seed on the remainder of the fire.  It is also proposed to construct approximately 200 erosion control structures to stabilize the drainages in the fire area.  Structures within the WSA boundary would be made of straw waddles.  Structures outside of the WSA boundary would be earthen structures and would be constructed with a dozer. It is proposed to construct 30 miles of fence.  These fences would protect the burn area until it has had a chance to recover from the burn.  Interior fences that were burned (10 miles) would be removed or maintained. Twenty eight miles of fence would be removed and 9 cattle guards would be installed. All areas that would be disturbed by equipment would receive an archaeological clearance prior to any surface disturbance.
