PROJECT DESCRIPTION:   The Bureau of Land Management, in coordination with UDWR, proposes to Stabilize approximately 600 acres of BLM-administered public lands that were damaged by the Little Creek wildland fire.  Aerial  re-seeding and related actions would be used to accomplish rehabilitation and comprise the Proposed Action.  Aerial re-seeding would be conducted during the late fall to early winter months of 2004, when seasonal precipitation could be expected to ensure seed propagation and survival.   Mechanical chaining (bulldozers dragging a heavy metal chain) is proposed to be used within approximately 85% of  fire rehabilitation area, to scarify the soil and drag a soil cover over the aerially applied seed.  Cultural clearance would be completed prior to any ground disturbing activities.
