Guidance on Posting ENBBs
1. ENBB forms should be promptly posted for all documented actions including Categorical Exclusions (CX), Determinations of NEPA Adequacies (DNA), Environmental Assessments (EA), and Environmental Impact Statements (EIS).
2. Actions should be posted on the ENBB “early” in NEPA process in order to “invite” the participation of interested parties as required by CEQ (40 CFR 1501.7).  Post an action immediately following the development of a proposal, or upon the submittal of a proposal for BLM consideration, and the assignment of a NEPA number for the action.   

3. Use the attached ENBB form only.  

4. Regularly update the Status of Action of each ENBB form at each step of the NEPA process using the Status of Action Selection List on page 22. At a minimum, provide a statement and date that a NEPA action has been initiated, that a document has been completed, and a decision has been made.

5. Complete a hard copy of the ENBB form for each action and post them in the information access centers at each office. 

6. Ensure that hard copies of notices, NEPA documents, and decisions are mailed to interested parties and that such mailings are documented. (See Public Participation, Chapter 2, and Administrative Record, Chapter 10.)

7. Actions should remain posted on the ENBB for a minimum of 30 days after a decision has been made.

8. Hard copies should remain appropriately filed for two years following a decision. (Case files should include ENBBs and be kept according to program specific guidance.)

PROJECT DESCRIPTION: The BLM, Utah State Office intends to prepare a Land Use Plan Amendment for Fire and Fuels Management for more than three quarters of BLM lands in Utah.  This Plan Amendment will amend 21 Land Use Plans that address management of the public lands in the Cedar City, Fillmore, Kanab, Moab, Monticello, Richfield, Salt Lake and St. George Field Offices (FOs) and the Grand Staircase-Escalante National Monument.  The purpose of the Amendment is to incorporate current Federal Wildland Fire Management Policy into Resource Management Plans, Management Framework Plans, and the Grand Staircase-Escalante Monument Management Plan.  The Amendment will address: restoring fire as an integral part of fire-adapted ecosystems to meet resource management objectives; protecting human life and property, as well as natural and cultural resources, through the reduction of hazardous fuels; and establishing consistent methods of managing fire and fuels on BLM-administered public lands in Utah.  The Amendment will analyze fire and fuels management actions and their impacts on the human environment for public lands administered by the eight Utah BLM Field Offices and the Grand Staircase-Escalante National Monument in one document in order to ensure consistency and collaboration among the offices and the interested public.
Concurrent with these Land Use Plan Amendments, the BLM Support Centers will be updating their Fire Management Plans and completing the associated environmental analysis.  The following Fire Management Plans (FMPs) will be completed:  Salt Lake FMP, Vernal FMP, Richfield FMP (covering Richfield and Fillmore FOs), Moab FMP (covering Moab, Monticello and Price FOs), and Cedar City FMP (covering Cedar City, Kanab, and St. George FOs and Grand Staircase-Escalante National Monument).  For information on these FMPs, please see the Environmental Notification Bulletin Board for the associated Field Offices.

PUBLIC MEETINGS: Five public meetings will be held throughout Utah to introduce the public to the FMP revision and LUP amendments process; informing local residents, cooperating agencies, tribes, and citizen groups about goals and objectives of the project; meeting and greeting interested parties; organizing further collaborative efforts; and scoping out potential project-related issues.
The public Open House meetings will be held from 6:30 to 8:30 p.m. at the following locations for both the Land Use Plan Amendments and Fire Management Plans:  Cedar City, Salt Lake City, Vernal, Richfield and Moab.
