PROJECT DESCRIPTION:  Construct a seismograph Station within the described public land.  Site is bedrock. Rock outcrop is required as a foundation for seismic monitoring, and line-of-sight radio telementry  to existing communications node.  The site would consist of: an accelerometer installed inside a 15-30” diameter barrel with a locked lid.  The barrel would be placed on a concrete pad and buried inside a 6’ hole to approximately ground level; the accelerometer would be connected to the battery and antenna by a ½” cable that would be buried to a depth of several inches by hand (no power tools).  This battery would be sealed and housed in a 36” diameter steel container (buried to approximately ground level); a solar panel (3’ X3’, 150 watts, 12 volts.  The GPS antenna and solar panel would stand approximately 10’ above ground level and be spaced 20’-50‘ apart.  The right-of-way area, therefore,  is proposed to be 10’ X 50’ and hand tools (eg., shovels, picks, etc.) would be used.  No new roads would be needed.
