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Box Elder County OHV Designations
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OPEN areas allow use of all types of vehicles
at all times, anywhere within the area, subject 
to operating regulations and vehicle standards
set forth in federal and state laws.

Motor vehicle use is limited to designated
roads and trails year-round for public safety
and to assist in the protection of soils,
vegetation, wildlife habitat, cultural resources,
watershed, riparian wetlands, and visual resources.

Motor vehicle use is limited to existing roads
and trails year-round to promote resource
values of soils, vegetation, wildlife habitat,
cultural, watershed, riparian, wetlands, and 
visual resources.

CLOSED AREAS - Areas designated as closed 
prohibit use of vehicles throughout the year
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
