Survey commencdd October 12, 11928, and exdeuted with
Buff and Buff light mountein transit No. 9983. The in-
cstrument is eguipped with full vertiocdl cirecle and Smith
solar attachment; unless otherwise specdified all azimuth
determinations are accomplished with the soler attache-
ment, The instrument was in good condition, and heving
been placed in satisfectoryafjustment prior to beginning
the survey, and tested end found free from apprecisble
error, was approved by the district cadastral engineer
for Uteh in assignment instructions dated October 1,1929.
I examined all .the instrumental adjustiments before making
the field tests hereinafter recorded.

. ‘-The measyrenents were made with a Lellie steel tapé, 8
chains in length, graduaeted every link for the first 100
links, and the balance at intervals of 10 links. The tape
was tosted by comparison with a Lufkin standerd tape and
found correct. The measurements were made on the slope,
and the vertiecal angle of each intervel wes ascertained
by clinomster in good .adjustment; the horizontal equiva-
lents are entered in the field note recorxd.

The data furnished with.the speclal instructions gives
the geographic position for the SE. corner of the town-
ship as .follows: latitude 38°45'N., and longitude 109°
13'W.

Ostober 12, 1929 ,in cemp near the south boundary of-

. section 8, latitude 38°48'N., longitude 10¢°18'W,, at

6h 16.4m p.m., l.m.t., 6h 33,6m p.m., by my watch, which
reads correct 105th meridian time as determined by radio
time signals., I observe Polaris at eastern elongation,
making two sights each with the telescope in direct and
reversed positions, end place a tack at the mean point,
on a peg driven firmly in the ground, 10 chains N,

October 13, at 6h a.m., 1l.m. ., I ley off the azimuth
, of Polaris 1°23', and meke a meridian mark on a second
peg to the west of the mean point in the line determined
by the observation.

' In order to verify the latitude of this station I make
'a meridian observation of the sun, first setting on the

' lower 1imb and noting the transit of the sun's west limb,
then, after reversal of the instrument, setting on the
upper limb and noting the transit of the east limb as
follows:

_ Every thirty minutes from 7 to 10:30 a.m., and from
1:30 %0 5 p.m., 1 meke the proper settings on the arcs
of the soler attachmant and escertain that the resulting

orientatien-of she instrument, when compared with the
meridien established by Polaria observation, has a max-
imum error of less than 1'30",

I repeat the tests of the ares daily by noon observa-
tions, and verify the meridionel indications at frequent
intervals throughout the survey.
