.The survey was executed by Robert C. Yundt, Surveyor,

the United States General Land Office. The instrument
is provided with a horizontal plate having two double
verniers, placed opposite to each other and gresduated to

minutes of arc. As the solar attachment was not used on
the survey no description of it will be given in these
notea. The instrument was - in good adjustment, and was
approved for use on the work by the district cadastral

conditional upon satisfactory field tests. These tests
were made in the field, prior to the beginning of the
field work, and the instrument was found to be in proper
adjustment.

The measurements were made with Lallie steel ribbon tapeE
8, chains in length. These tapes are graduated every link
for the first chain and thereafter at intervals of ten
links. The tapes were tested by comparison with a Lufkin
standard steel tape, one chain in length, and found to be
correct. The measurements were maede on the slope, the ver
tical engles determined by the use of clinometers, and the
horizontal equivalents used in the notes.

Phe data furnished with the special instructions indicatge
thaet the geogrephic position of the originsl corner of sec
tions 3 and 4, on the north boundary of the township, is
as follows: Latitude 40°25'N., longitude 111°36'\.; fre-
gquent observations for latitude, taken on line during the
progress of the survey, verify this velue for latitude.

The bearings of the lines of the survey were deternined
by reference to true meridians, established by Polaris
observations, made on line at frequent intervals. The
lines were carried forward as transit lines, taking the
mean of direct and reversed sights at each transit point,
end checking the bearing by succeeding observations,

The observation made at the initial point of the work,
follows: .

June 6, 1940: at the originsel corner of sections 3 and
4, on the north boundary of the township, hereinafter
describec, at 4h. 05m 30s p.m,, by my watch, which carries
correct 105th meridian standard time, determined by radio
signals on June 5th, I observe “olaris west of the merid-
ian, making four settings, two each with the telescope in
direct and reversed positions, noting the horizental angle
between the star and a point on a hub sbout ten chains
south.

Local mean time of observation, - ~ - - - 3h 39m p.m.
Angle, counter clockwise, star to point - 178°42'15"
Azimuth of star, - - - = = = - - - - - - 10171t45"

The present work consisted of the survey.of twelve
sections in the northwest cormer of the township, and
required the retracement and dependent restoration of
a limited pumber of subdivisional lines previously sur-
veyed. This restoration is a reesteblishment of the
original lines in thelr true original position according
to the identified evidence. Before reconstructing or
restoring a corner, the lines of the original survey were
retraced, and a search made for evidence of the original
corner monuments and other calls of the field notes.
After completing the necessary retracements, the rules
of proportionaste measurement were applied to ascertain
the position of each lost corner, and when duly identified
or restored, the corner position was properly remonumented|

Two trails lead to the top of liount Timpanogos, one
from Aspen Grove, and the other from Timnaneke Ranger sta-
tion in American Fork Canyon. Timpanogos 3tation, of the
United States Coast and Geodetic survey, is tied in from
the line between sections 7 and 18. A road through Aspen
Grove, connecting the llorth Fork of the Xrovo River and
