The survey wea commenced May 15, 1937, and was executed
with Buff and Buff solar transits numbers 9302 and 9797,
used by Diran T. Broun, Transitmean, and Robert C. Yundt,
Surveyor, respectively.  Both instruments have horizontal
plates provided with two double verniers, placed opposite
to each other and graduated to single minutes of arc, and
full vertical cirecles provided with one double vernier,
also graduated to single minutes of arc. Since neither
of the soler attachments of the instruments wes' used on
the survey, no description of them will be given here.
The transits were spproved for use on the work by the
District Cedastral Engineer, conditional upon satisfac-
tory field tests, in assignment instructions dated April
30, 1937.  These tests were made in the ‘field, prior to
the beginning of the field work, and the transits were
found to be free from any appreciable error.

The measurements were made with Lellie steel ribbon
tapes, eight chains in length. The tapes are graduated
every link for the first chein and thereafter at inter-
vels of ten links. They were tested by comparison with
a Lufkin standard tape, one chain in length, and found to

vertical angle of each interval determined by the use of
clinometers, and the slope distances properly reducad to
horizontal equivalents, which appear in the notes.

GEli :RAL DiSCRIFTICN

The land embraced in this township is a rough and btroken
mesa, with an elevation of approximately 5,000 ft. above
sea level; cut by many deep canyons and vertical sandstone
rims.. The entire drainage of the township is into the
Dolores River, entering the township on the east boundary
at the corner of secs, 1 and 12, and flowing in & north-
westerly direction leaving the township on the rorth
boundary of sec. 3.

A medium growth of juniper and pinon timber covers
the entire township. This timber has no commerical value
except for fence posts and firewood., There are a few
scattering vellow pine and spruce in the southeastern ;crtinn
on what is known as Polar Mesa. A medium growth of suce |
buck, black, and oak brush, and . szarse -rowth »f rass
is found on the mesa land. Willows, rose and iron wo~d
brush are found along the river bunks. his underrsrowth
affords fair grazing for livestock through tlhe srring,
fall and winter months.

The soil is a loose sandy loam on a sandstone bedrock
(3rd rate) over most of the township, except in the west
half of sec, 31, there is about twenty acres uncer
cultivation in connection with the Larsen Kunch in FYisher
Velley; also about 10 acres of alfalfa hay lznd in the
NE{ of sec. 12, farmed in connection with the Hubbard
Ranch. This is the only land in the township suit«ble
for farming.

Considerable prospecting and develorment work h.s teen
done by the Keystone Nining Co. in secs.

The only industry at present is stock raising, which
is limited to the spring, fall and winter months, on
account of the scarity of water.

The only means of transportation in this township is
by pack animals and saddle animals. .he trails are very
rough and dangerous.

There are no settlers within the township. The nearest
supply point is Cisco, Utah, anproximately 40 miles northerly

A small spring is located in the NE, SE},section 36,but
there 1s one 'spring omly of importance in the tovmship;
this is located in the NW; of sec. 9, and in the nza@ of
Seven Mile Canyon, tater im found in several places alnng
the bottom of Cottonwood, Thompson and Burro Canyons; but
these canyons are so deep and the walls 80 impassable,
except in a few places where trails have been tuilt, that
livestock cannot be watered to any advantage. i‘here are
numerous natural water holes in the exposed sancstone in
the southern portion of the township which catch and held
snpw and rain water. iost of these tanks or holes are
very shallow and vaporation soon dries them up.

There was no indication of coal, 0il or other rinersals
except Carnotite noted during the survey.
