The survey of Townshiz_29 South, Range 12 West, was come
menced August 1lly, 1936, and executed with Buff and Buff
light mountain transit No.18003, used by Elliot Bird, U,
Se Surveyor, and Young and Sons light mountain transit

| Noe8581, used by Edward Eliason, Transitmen. Each instrue
ment is equipped with a Smith solar attachment and full
vertical circle., The horizontal limbs are provided with
two double vernlers placed oppgsite to each other and
reading to single minute of arc, which is also the least
count of the vernlers of the latitude and declination arcs
and vertical circlese The instruments were approved for
use on this survey by the district cadastral engineer for
Utah, conditional upon satisfactory fleld tests, as stated
in assignment instructlons dated August 10, 195%. The
instruments were in good condition and all adjustments
were in good order. The solar attachments were not used
end all azimuths in this record are referred to true
meridians determined by observations made upon Polaris
during the progress of the survey, The bearings of the
lines were determined by deflection angles and calculated
