The survey was executed with W. & L. E. Gurley solar transit No.
461263, constructed in accordance with the standard instrumental
specifications of the Bureau of Land Management. The instrument was
in good condition prior to beginning the survey and was maintained
in proper adjustment throughout the progress of the survey.

Corners on east-west lines were set on the true latitudinal curve.
Lines conmecting previously established cormers were run by random
and true method, but for simplification of the record the random
lines are omitted from the field notes. In accordance with the intent
of the special instructions, all sybdivisional corners established
are calculated to be at the position they would occupy 1f the entire
township are subdivided. .

Measurements herein contained were made with a narrow steel tape, 8
chains in length, graduated every link for the first 100 links and
thereafter at intervals of 10 links. The tape was tested by com-
parison with a 1 chain standard steel tape and found to be correct,
Measurements were made on the slope with the vertical angle of each
interval ascertained by a clinometer in good adjustment. Horizontal
equivalents alone are entered in the field notes. All lines of this
survey were run by direct method where the lines were accessible;
lines inaccessible were run by traverse or triangulation methods.
The details of such traverses or triangulations have been thoroughly
checked and verified, and in order to simplify the record the diagram
and reductions are omitted from the field notes.

The direction of the lines of this survey were determined by referenc
to true meridians established on line by hour angle observations on
Polaris or altitude observations on the sun. The lines were carried
forward by sustained angulation being supplemented by other numerous
altitude observations on the sun taken throughout the progress of
the survey.

The survey was executed with W. & L. E. Gurley solar transits,
serial Nos. 461263 and 541327, constructed in accordance with the
standard instrumental specifications of the Bureau of Land Management
The instruments were in good condition prior to the beginning of the
survey and were maintained in proper adjustment throughout the pro-
gress of this survey,

Corners on east-west lines were set on the true latitudinal curve.
Lines connecting previously established corners were run by random
and true method, but for simplification of the record the random
lines are omitted from the field notes, 1In accordance with the intent
of the special instructions,all subdivisional corners established
are calculated to.be at the position they would occupy if the entire
township were, subdivided. . ,

Measurements herein contained were made with a narrow steel tape,
8 chains in length, graduated every link for the first 100 links
and thereafter at intervals of 10 links, The tape was tested by
comparison with a 1 chain standard steel tape and found to be correct
Measurements were made on the slope with the vertical angle of each
interval ascertained by a clinometer in good adjustment; horizontal
equivalents alone are entered in the field notes. All lines of this
survey were run by direct method where the lines were accessible;
lines inaccessible.were run by traverse or triangulation methods. ;
The details of such traverses or triangulations have been thoroughly
checked and verified, and in order to simplify the record the diagram{
and reductions are omitted from these field notes.

The direction of the lines of this survey were determined by refert
ence to true meridians established on line by hour angle observations
on Polaris or latitude observations on the sun. The lines were
carried forward by sustained angulation being supplemented by other
numerous altitude observations on the sun taken throughout the progress
of the survey.

The geographic p;sition for the southeast corner of the township
is at latitude 37° 11' 37.0" N. and longitude 111° 18' 26.6" W. as
adjusted from traverses to U. S..G. S. triangulation stations within
the area.

General Description

The land of Ey.41.S., R. 6 E. is plateau and canyon land. The ele-
vation ranges from 4,000 feet above sea level to 5,00 feet. There'
are only a few small remnamits of the once extensive plateau remain-
ing. The east tier of sections lies on the rolling land formed by.
Rock Creek. There are many erosional scarps throughout the township.
The largest is that forming the east rim of Grand Bench. The scarp,
which enters the township in the northeast portion and bears south
and southeast to leave the township near the southeast corner, is
approximately 1,000 feet higher than the land lying to the east.

The soil, which is sandy and poorly developed, varies in depth from
exposed parent material to several feet deep.

There is a scattered growth of scrub juniper growing on the mesa tops
and along the drainage. The undergrowth consists of black brush and
mountain rush,

The drainage system consists of four large canyons and their tribu-
taries, all draining south and southwest to the Colorado River. Rock
Creek, which roughly parallels the east boundary, draining south,
drains the east tier of sections. Little Valley Canyon enters the
township at the north boundary near the northeast corner of section
3, draining south and southwest to leave the township at the south
boundary near the southwest corner of section 32. GCroton Canyon
enters the township at the west boundary near the % section corner of
sections 25 and 30, draining southeast to a junction with Little
Valley Canyon near the northwest corner of section 32. There is a,
large unnamed canyon heading in the vicinity of the northwest cornér
of section 25 and draining southwest to leave the township near the
southwest corner of section 35. Croton and Little Valley Canyons are
rimmed with ledges averaging 500 feet above their beds throughout a
major portion of their length.
