GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF. T. 11% S., R. 2% w.

The lands within the boundariles of fractional township

11} south range 24 west, Salt Lake Meridian, Utah, consists
of high broken mountsins of a volcanic formation, which
have a general weaterly exposure and drainage. The east
boundary of the fractional township, is at an elevation

of about 7250 ft. above sea level, while the west toundary
1s at an elevation of about 6000 ft. A high prominent

peak known as House Butte, which 1s at an elevation of
about 7200 ft., is located in the extreme northwest
portion of sec. 36.

The soll consists of a shallow light colored clay and
gravel, with a very rocky surface, and may be classifled
as fourth rate.

The timber consists of a scattered to medium dense growth
of scrud juniper and pinon, which 18 found mostly 1n the
west portion of the fractlional townshlp.

~upon the township. The township 1s sultable only for a
- grazing range for stock, and was being used for this
. purpose under the supervision of the Grazing Service.

_No surface indications of coal, oil, o1l shale, or mineral
were found.

The mean magnetic declination was found to be 16°45' E.
