The following field notes are those of a resurvey of the east
boundary for establishment of new corners for R. 12 W. only; survey
of the north boundary, and survey of a portion of the subdivisional
lines of T. 23 5., R, 12 E., deemed sufficient in extent to facili-
tate development of the natural resources and mark the boundaries
of those sections that are normally considered State school
sections.

The survey was executed with Buff & Buff transit No. 23831,
and W. and L. E, Gurley solar transit No. 54331, both constructed
in accordance with the standard specifications of the Bureau of
Land Management. The instruments were in good condition, having
been placed in proper adjustment prior to the beginning of the
field work. The instruments were tested and checked frequently
during the progress of the survey,

The directions of all lines herein reported are determined by
deflecting from meridians established by observations upon Folaris
throughout the survey.

Corners on latitudinal lines were set on the true latitudinal
curve, Lines connecting previously established corners were run
by random and true method, but for simplification of the record,
the random lines are omitted from the field notes. In accordance
with the intent of the special instructions, all subdivisional
corners established are calculated to be at the positions they
would occupy if the entire township were subdivided.

The measurements were made with steel *ares, eicht chains in
length, graduated every link for the first chain and thereafter at
intervals of ten links. The tapes were tezted by comparison with
a standard steel tape, one chain in length, and found correct.

The measurements were made on the slope, the vertical angle of each
interval determined by the use of clinometers, and the slope dis-
tances properly reduced to true horizontal ecuivalents, which

appear in these field notes. All lengths of lines were determined
by chaining where possible, otherwise by triangulation or traverse.
The details of such triangulations and traverses have been thorouch-
ly verified, and in order to simplify the record, the diagrams

and reductions are omitted from these notes.

The geograrphic position of the southeast corner of this town-
ship as determined from tie to U.S5.G.S. Triangulation Station
WERNIE", located N. 13° 52' W., 11.16 chs. dist. from cor. of Ts.
23 and 24 S., R. 12 E., is latitude 38° 45' 53.33"; longitude
110° 32! 39" W, The averace magnetic declination was found to be
approximately 16° 00' E. The geographic position of HTRMITY is
latitude 38° 46' 00.402" N., longitude 110° 32' 41,192" W.

In the original survey of the east boundary, T. 23 S., R. 11 E.,
by Clark in 1933 and 1934, the corners were marked for both Rs.

General Descrintion

The land embraced within township 23 south, range 12 east, is
principally rough and broken mesas and benches, situated on the
San Rafael Swell and Sinbad Country, at elevations ranging from
approximately 5600 ft. to 6900 ft. above sea level. The San Rafael
Reef extends into section 36. The highest point on the reef in
sec. 36 is 6403 ft. at U.S.G.S. trianculation "ERNIE", which is
located N. 13° 52' W., 11,16 chs., dist. from the SE. cor, of the
township., The general drainage is to the southeast. 3Straizht
Wash, which is the main drainage, enters on the N. bdy. of sec. 3
and winds southeasterly through a narrow box gorge or canyon, from
about 200 to 700 ft, deep, leaving on the E., bdy. of sec. 24.: thence
SE. through the Reef. This canyon is inaccessible to stock for
most of its length through this township. Crawford Draw, entering
the township from the west, drains easterly through sec. 3 to
junction with Straight Wash., Ernie Canyon and Lone Man Draw extends
