The North bound-
ary was surveyed by A. J. Stewart Jr. in 1883, retraced
in 1895 by R. E. L. Collier, and dependently resurveyed
by V. Lane et al in 1959. The East boundary (Snake
Valley Guide Mer.), was surveyed by A. J. Stewart Jr

in 1882, independently resurveyed in 1895 by R. E. L.
Collier, and dependently resurveyed in 1959 by V. Lane
et al. The West boundary was surveyed by A. J. Stewart
Jr. in 1882, independently resurveyed in 1895 by R. E.
L. Collier, and dependently resurveyed concurrently by
Gerald W. Hochstrasser. All sections of the subdivision
except sections 1, 2, 3, 10, 11 and 12 were surveyed

by R. E. L. Collier in 1895. 1Imn 1959, V. Lane et al
surveyed sections 1, 2, 3, 10, 11 and 12, and depend-
ently resurveyed the East boundary of sections 4 and

9, and the Bouth boundary of sections 10, 11 and 12.

The following field notes are those of the dependent
resurvey of the South boundary (Fourth Standard Parallel
South), and a portion of the subdivisional lines of
Township 20 South, Range 18 West. Closing corners on

the Fourth Standard Parallel South were established during
the concurrent survey of Township 21 South, Range 18

West and are recorded therein.

Before restoring the corners, the lines of the original
survey were retraced and diligent search made for any
evidence of the original corners or other calls of the
original field note record.

The rules of proportionate measurement were applied to
ascertain the position of the lost corners, but not
until exhausting every reasonable possibility of finding
direct evidence for the control of each particular
corner.

The resurvey was executed with a W. & L.E.Gurley Solar
Transit Serial No. 570614 constructed in accordance
with the standard instrumental specifications of the
Bureau of Land Management. The instrument was in good
condition prior to the beginning of the resurvey and
was maintained in proper adjustment throughout the pro-
gress of the resurvey.

Lines connecting previously established corners were run
by random and true method, but for simplification of the
record the random lines are omitted from the field notes.

Measurements herein contained were made with a narrow
steel tape, 8 chains in length, graduated every link
for the first 100 links and thereafter at intervals of
10 links The tape was tested by comparison with a one
chain standard steel tape and found to be correct.
Measurements were made on the slope with the vertical
angle of each interval ascertained by a clinometer in
good adjustment; horizontal equivalents alone are
entered in the field notes. All lines of this resurvey
were run by direct method.

The direction of the lines of this resurvey were deter-
mined by reference to true meridians established on

line by elongation observations on Polaris or altitude
observations on the sun. The lines were carried forward
by sustained angulation being supplemented by other
altitude observations on the sun taken throughout the
progress of the resurvey.

Before restoring the corners, the lines of the original
survey were retraced and diligent search made for any
evidence of the original corners, or other calls of the
original ficld note record.

The rules of proportionate measurcment were applied to
ascertain the position of the lost corners, but not until
exhausting every reasonable possibility of finding direct
evidence for the control of cach particular corner.

The resurvey was excouted with a W, & L. E. Gurley Solar
Transit No. 570614 constructed in accordance with the
standard instrumental specifications of the Burcau of
Land Management. The instrument was in good condition
prior to the beginning of the resurvey and was maintained
in proper adjustment throughout the progress of the re-
survey.

Lines connecting previously established corners were run
by random and truc method, but for simplification of the

record the random lines arce omitted from thesce ficld notes.

Measurements herein contained were made with a narrow
steel tape, 8 chains in length, graduated cvery link for
the first 100 links and thercafter at intervals of 10
links. The tape was tested by compari- n with a one
chain standard stcel tape and found to ¢ correct. Meas-
