The north, south, east and west boundaries were surveyed
by A. D, Ferron in 1885. - The south 3 miles of the west
boundary were remurveyedby A. D. Ferron in 1890, In 1891,
A, D, Ferron resurveyed the south boundary, the south 3
miles of the east boundary, and surveyed the south portiog
of the subdivisional lines. In 1900, Frank E. Baxter and
Alfredo R, Talamantes retraced the north boundaries of
sections 1 and 6, and surveyed the north portion of the
subdivisional lines. In 1902, John R, Stewart retraced
the east boundary. In 1947, Elliot Bird and George W.
Johnson resurveyed sections 7 and 18. The following
filed notes are those of the dependent resurvey of the
south and east boundaries and the subdivisional lines
except sections 7 and 18 of Township 13 South, Range 11
East; the south boundary of Township 12 South, Range 11
East, and a portion of the east boundary of Township 13
South, Range 10 East.

The survey was exccuted in accordance with the specifica-
tions as set forth in the Manual of Surveying Instruc-
tions, 1947, and Special Instructions dated February 8,
1965,

Before restoring the corners, the lines of the original
survey were retraced and diligent search made for any
evidence of the original corners, bearing trees or other
calls of the original field note record.

The rules of proportionate measurement were applied to
ascertain the position of the lost corners, but not until
exhausting every rcasonable possibility of finding direct
evidence for the control of each particular corner.

All lines of this survey were run by direct method where
the lines were accessible; lines inaccessible were run by
triangulation or traverse methods., Distances to topo-
graphy on lines run by traverse or triangulation mecthods
are approximately as scaled from U.S.G.S. topographic
sheet '"Wellington, Utah.'" The details of such traverses
or triangulations have been thoroughly checked and veri-
fied, and in order to simplify the record, thc diagrams
and reductions are omitted from these field notes.

The direction of the lines of this survey were determined
by reference to true meridians established on line by
hour angle observations on Polaris and altitude observa-
tions'on the sun. The lines were carried forward by
sustained angulation being supplemented by other altitude
observations on the sun taken throughout the progress of
the survey,

The geographic position of the southeast corner of the
township is at latitude 39° 38' 41.6" N, and longitude
110° 37' 23,4" W., as determined from section line ties
to U.5.G.5. triangulation station "Coal," at latitude

39° 43' 08.7" N. and longitude 110° 38' 50.1" W,, located

The magnetic declination was read at several stations
throughout the township and the average of these readings
