The
elevation varies from 6,100 feet in the northeast corner
to 8,500 feet above sea level in Section 29 the highest
portion of the township.

Géneral Description

The survey was executed in accordance with the specifica-
tions as set forth in the Manual of Surveying Instruc-
tions, 1947, and Special Instructions dated May 6, 1968.

Before restoring the corners, the lines of the original
survey were retraced and diligent search made for any
evidence of the original corner, bearing trees or other
calls of the original field note record.

The rules of proportionate measurement were applied to
ascertain the position of the lost corners, but not until
exhausting every reasonable possibility of finding direct
evidence for the control of each particular corner.

The direction of the lines of this survey were deter-
mined by reference to true meridians established on line
by hour angle observations on Polaris. The lines were
carried forward by sustained angulation, being supple-
mented by other observations on Polaris taken throughout
the progress of the survey.

Timber
in the higher elevations consists mostly of pine with
scattered aspen in the higher canyons. The south and
west portions are covered with a dense growth of oak-
brush, maple, serviceberry and chokecherry. Pineview
Reservoir, located in portions of sections 1, 2, 3, 10,
11, 12, 13, 14, 15 and 16, affords fishing and boating
facilities for summer recreation as well as supplies
water for a power plant in Ogden Canyon. There are
several state or county roads located in the eastern
and southern portion of the township, and one foot or
horse trail in Goodale Creek and along the divide be-
tween Ogden and Huntsville.
