The f0110W1ng field notes are those of the dependent
resurvey of the east four miles of the Seventh Standard
Parallel South through Range 1 East, and a survey of
sections 1 and 2, Township 36 South, Range 1 East, Salt
Lake Meridian, Utah. The resurvey and survey were
executed in accordance with the specifications as set
forth in the Manual of Surveying Instructions, 1947,
and Special Instructions for group No. 508, Utah dated
April 24, 1969.

The directions of the lines of this survey were deter-
mined by the solar transit method. The lines were
carried forward by sustalned angulatlon being supple-
mented by numerous altitude observations on the Sun
taken throughout the progress of the survey,

The lengths of all lines were determined by chaining
where possible; otherwise by triangulation. The de-
tails of such triangulations have been thoroughly
,verified and in order to simplify the record the dia-
grams and reductions are omitted from these field
notes. Where said triangulations were made the topo-
graphy was scaled from Geological Survey Quadrangle
sheets,

Survey commenced June 13 , 19 72
. Survey completed June 20 , 19 72
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The south and west boundaries and the south &4 miles of
the east noundary were surveyed by Howard W. Miller, in
1922. The north 2 miles of the east -oundary, the north
boundary and a portion of the subdivisional lines were
surveyed by Andrew Nelson in 1956.

The following field notes are those of a survey of the
subdivisional lines completing sections 28, 29 and 30.

Lines coniecting previously established corners were run
by random and true method, but for simplification of the
record the random lines are omitted from these field
notes.

The survey was executed in accordance with the specifi-
cations as set forth in the Manual of Surveying Instruc-
tions, 1947, and the Special Instructions dated May 31,
1972.

All lines of this survey were run by direct method where
lines were accessible; ‘lines inaccessible were run by
traverse or triangulation method. Distances to topo -
graphy on lines run by traverse and triangulation method
are approximately as scaled from U.S.G.S. topographic ]
sheets. The details of such traverses and triangulation
have been thoroughly checked and verified and in order
to simplify the records, the diagrams and reductions are
omitted from these field notes.

The direction of the lines of this survey were determined
by reference to true meridians established on line by
observations on the sun. They were carried forward by
sustained angulation, being supplemented by numerous
other observations on the sun taken throughout the
progress of the survey.

The geographic position of the southeast corner of sec-
tion 28 is in Latitude 38° 51' 58'" N. and Longitude 110°
54' 26" W. as scaled from U.S.G.S. San Rafael Knob
quadrangle. ’

The magnetic declination was read at a number of stations
and the average was found to be 15° 30' E.

27, 28,
33 and 34, from which its witness cor. bears East 0.60
chs. distance, monumented by an iron post, 2% ins. diam.,
set, mkd. and witnessed as described in the survey of a
portion of the subdivision in 1956.
