The Idaho and Nevada State Boundary was surveyed by D.G. Major in 1873, and
. resurveyed by A.L. Rinearson in 1874, J. Thorbumn in 1882, J.L.McCoy in 1885, and F.D.

Maxwell, etal in 1922,

The survey was executed in accordance with the specifications set forth in the Manual of

| Surveying Instructions, 1973, and the Special Instructions for Group No. 788, Utah, dated
| May 14, 1999.

Preliminary to the remonumentation, a diligent search was made for any evidence of the
[ original state line field note record. Coordinates by use of Global Positioning System

| (G.P.5.) equipment were determined for each found corner in this survey. True bearings
| and distances were calculated by inversing between these points.

| The coordinates for the National Geodetic Survey triangulation station "THREE

CORNERS", located at the corner common to the States of Idaho, Nevada, and Utah, as
established by classical geodetic methods and adjusted by N.G.S., are as shown:

| At the comer common to the States of Idaho, Nevada, and Utah, monumented with a

| concrete post, 9 inches square, firmly set, projecting 18 inches above ground, with a brass

| GEODETIC SURVEY TRIANGULATION STATION THREE CORNERS 1947".

Alongside and under this monument, the remains of the original wood post and charcoal
was found, rotted and decayed. The 48 inch long concrete post was removed. Found

| directly under the above corner, 33 inches below ground level, was a 12 inch diameter

| concrete subsurface monument, firmly set with brass tablet set flush with the surface and

| marked the same as the surface cap. This corner is located at the intersection of barbed wire
| fences, bearing E, W, and S. This position is harmoniously related to identified original

| State Boundary corners and is accepted as the original corner position.

Deposit the decayed remains of the wooden post alongside the corner.

The 1947 N.G.S. corner monument was broken up and buried under the equal lateral

| was organized by the Utah Council of Land Surveyors who had purchased the new granite
monument. Featured speakers were Robert Dahl, Daniel Webb and David Clark from the
| Bureau of Land Management and Daniel Knowlden, President, Utah Council of Land
Surveyors. An estimated 75 people attended the ceremony from Idaho, Nevada, Utah, and
| Wyoming, representing BLM, professional survey societies, and local communities,
celebrating the history of the Public Land Survey System and the history of the area.
