The survey was executed in accordance with the specifications set forth in
the Manual of Surveying Instructions, 1973, and the Special Instructions
for Group No. 1089, dated July 8, 2008.

The direction of the lines was determined by references to true meridians,
established by Global Positioning System (GPS) utilizing Real-Time
Kinematic (RTK) techniques throughout the survey. The positional accuracy
of this survey complies with the Standards and Guidelines for Cadastral
Surveys Using Global Positioning System Methods, dated May 9, 2001,
Version 1.0. Trimble model 5800 GPS receivers were used for field
collection. Cadastral Automated Plat Drafting (CAPD) software was the
primary software utilized for the project calculations.

Preliminary to the resurvey, the lines of the prior surveys were retraced
and search was made for all corners and other calls of record. Tdentified
corners were remonumented in their original positions. Lost corners were
reestablished and remonumented at proportionate positions based on the
official record. The retracement data was thoroughly verified and only the
true line field notes are given herein.

Geodetic control was derived from GPS static observations, post processed
by the National Geodetic Survey, On line Positioning User Service (OPUS),
utilizing Continuously Operating Reference Stations (CORS): DELTAMUNT UT
2004 CORS ARP, MARYSVALE UT 2006 CORS ARP, and MIDVALE CORS ARP.
